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Associate in Arts in Kinesiology for Transfer Degree 
 The Associate in Arts in Kinesiology for Transfer Degree provides a general preparation for Kinesiology majors to be able to enter any four-year 
university. Students completing the Associate Degree for Transfer in Kinesiology will be prepared to transfer to a CSU and pursue a Bachelor of Arts or 
a Bachelor of Science in Kinesiology. In this major, students will enhance physical skills and development in the areas of Aquatics, Combatives, Team 
Sports, Individual Sports, Fitness and Dance. Students will also be exposed to the history and philosophy of Kinesiology. This degree will satisfy the 
lower division requirements for the eventual conferral of the Bachelor’s Degree in Kinesiology at CSU. With this degree the student will be prepared for 
transfer to the university upper division level. Additionally, the intent of an ADT is to assist students in seamlessly transferring to a CSU.
